INSTRUCTIONS FOR STANDARD SUBCONTRACT CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT 
[Template D (7/15)]
This contract is a template or a “suggested standardized agreement form” covering the building transaction for use between the contractor and a subcontractor.  Because this contract is a TEMPLATE, it may be used “as is” or it may be modified to fit different situations or needs.  However, please DO NOT change the paragraphs mandated by law and be careful in any modifications to the contract so that cross-references are not inadvertently deleted or maintained.  In addition, as the WARNING on the contract itself notes, many construction contracts and situations are different.  Therefore, before using this form, it is strongly recommended that each party consult with independent legal counsel in order to ensure that the contract adequately and accurately describes the particular circumstances and understanding and agreement of the parties.  Be sure to fill in all blanks correctly and completely and attach all applicable exhibits.
There is included as attachments, a change order form, a payment draw schedule, and a mold notice, disclosure and disclaimer rider.  These may or may not be used and modified for use as attachments to the contract, as appropriate.
The opening body of the contract, identifying the contractor’s registration or certification number, or the certificate of authority number for each Business Organization is required to appear on every offer, proposal, bid, contract or advertisement pursuant to section 489.119(5)(b), F.S.  Failure to include this information is grounds for disciplinary action against the licensee.

Perhaps the most critical aspect of a subcontract is the “Scope of Work”.  It is imperative that a detailed, clear Scope of Work be prepared and attached to any subcontract. 
Paragraph 24 is the provision that pertains to insulation disclosure, which is mandatory under federal law.  This must include a description of the type, thickness and values of insulation which will be installed in each part of the house to be built, when available.  There is a federal statutory fine of $10,000.00 for each failure to give the disclosure.
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
